Iftar Overview

Throughout the month of Ramadan, 
the MSA usually holds between 10 and 
15 Iftars on campus.  They are held on 
weeknights, usually 3 times a week. 
The Iftars take place in large 
university classrooms that the MSA 
books in advance. 

The MSA  Iftars are open to all Muslim 
students, and are completely free of charge.  They are usually funded 
entirely by donations.

MSA  volunteers serve the food to the brothers and sisters who attend.  A 
short Islamic talk follows to strengthen the faith of the Muslim students 
during this blessed month. 

During the last Ramadan, the MSA 
organized 12 Iftars.  Each Iftar was 
attended by 100 to 120 Muslim students.

  
With an increase in the overall student 
population at the university, we are 
expecting more Muslim students to 
attend these Iftars this year.



Budget

The food typically costs around $5 - $6 per person for most caterers. 
An additional $0.60 is incurred per person for supplies and drinks.
Assuming 130 students per Iftar, this is a cost of about $6.00 X 130 = $780 per 
Iftar.
